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INTRODUCTION

       The Lord's command was "to go and make disciples of all
the nations" and "Teach these new disciples to obey all the
commands I have given you" (Matthew 28:19-20 NLT). We
have to obey the Lord's command.

       It is important for the infant Christians to go in their
spiritual life from their conversion to their resurrection to be
with Christ upon His Second Coming. The New Personality
Development is a Bible Study series, a complete Discipling
Primer that is covering the needed spiritual development of all
Christians to be like Christ ,"little Christ" as his followers were
first called in Antioch.

      It had been evaluated by the School of World Mission,
Fuller Theological Seminary in Pasadena, California as the
only discipling material that does not need seminar to be able to
utilize it. I was asked permission for its translation from
English to Dutch as other materials did not click in that country
during the Amsterdam '83 World Mission Conference of
Itinerant Evangelists of Billy Graham.

      The shortened Revised Edition shows The Disordered
Development, the believer's conversion to his Baptism, and,
The New Personality Development up to his maturation as a
disciple of Christ. Reference to Psychologist Abraham
Maslow's Hierarchy of Needs for Total Personality
Development is applied and ends with Ultimate Development.
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1. What is sin?

THE DISORDERED DEVELOPMENT

A.  Sin is disobedience of God’s Law.

 "Those who sin are opposed to the law of God for all sin opposes the law
of God." 

- 1 John 3:4 NLT 
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2. What leads to evil actions and where does that lead?

A. Sin comes from our own evil desires. Evil desires lead to
evil actions. Evil actions lead to death

 "Temptation comes from the lure of our own evil desires. These evil
desires lead to evil actions, and evil actions lead to death."

3. Who are the children of the devil?

A. Those who keep on sinning belong to the Devil.

 "But when people who keep on sinning, it shows they belong to the Devil
who has been sinning since the beginning.

4. How de we become children of God? 

THE REORDERED DEVELOPMENT

A. We become children of God when we received or accept
Jesus in our lives.

from human passion or plan this rebirth comes from God ."

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5. What happens when we become Christians?

A. When we become Christians, that is when we become
children of God, a rebirth that comes from God, we become
new persons with anew life and with a new personality.

 "What this means is that  those who become Christians become new
persons.  They are not the same anymore, for the old life is gone.  A new

life has begun."

6. What is the result of being born again?

A. Those who are born again do not keep on sinning as
God’s life is them .

 "Those  who have been born into God’s family do not sin, because God’s
life is in them.

7. Why does one have to undergo Baptism?

THE SYMBOLIC DEVELOPMENT

A. Jesus commanded us to go and make disciples baptizing
them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy
Spirit.

 "Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit."

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8. What does Baptism symbolize? 

A. Baptism is a public declaration that one has become a
member of the family of God as a child. He identifies
himself to be one with Christ in His crucifixion and one in
His burial and one in His resurrection. He symbolizes that
he becomes one with Christ in His burial when he is
baptized and raised to a new life.

 " For  you were buried with Christ when you were baptized. And with
him you were raised to a new life  because you trusted the mighty power
of God, who raised Christ from the dead. You were dead because of your

sins and because your sinful nature was not cut away. 
Then God made you alive with Christ. He forgave all our sins. 
He cancelled the record that contains the charges against us. 

He took it and destroyed it by nailing it to Christ’s cross. "

9. How are we to consider ourselves having been
baptized?

THE SYMBOLIC DEVELOPMENT

A. We are to think that we are already dead to sin and alive
for Christ. 

 "He died once to defeat sin and now he lives for the glory of God. So you
should  consider yourselves dead to sin and able to live for the glory of

God through Christ Jesus."

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10. What happens when we follow the desires of our
sinful nature? 

THE GOD-ORDERED DEVELOPMENT

A. When we obey the desires of our sinful nature this will
produce evil results. 

"When you follow the desires of your sinful nature,  your lives will
produce these  evil results:  sexual immorality, impure thoughts,
eagerness for lustful pleasure, idolatry, participation in demonic

activities, hostility, quarreling, jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish
ambition, divisions, the feeling that everyone is wrong except those in

your own little group , envy, drunkenness, wild parties,  and  other kinds
of sin. 

Let me tell you again, as I have before, that anyone living that sort of life
will not inherit the Kingdom of God."

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11. How could God order our lives?

A. God orders our lives through the control of the Holy
Spirit to produce the fruit of the Holy Spirit and to follow
His leading in every part of our lives .

 "But  when the Holy Spirit controls our lives, he will produce this kind
of fruit in us: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,

gentleness, and self-control.  Those who belong to Christ Jesus have
nailed the passions and desires of their sinful nature to his cross and

crucified them there. If we are living now by the Holy Spirit, let us follow
the leading in every part of our lives."

THE GOD-ORDERED DEVELOPMENT

A. We become more and more like Him.

19. What is the spiritual renewal that is expected of us?

Man
starts to satisfy his basis needs of water, food, shelter, sleep,
and sex. God our Father knows what we need even before
we ask Him.

A. There is a need to give and received love to develop
deeper friendship, seek a place of belonging as a group
member, and an awareness of interpersonal relationship.
This is in line with Jesus’ desire and command. 

 "I command you to love each other in the same way that I love you. And
here is how to measure it- the greatest love is shown when people lay

down their lives to their friends. You are my friends if you obey me. I no
longer call you servants, because a master does not confide to his

servants. Now you are my friends, since I have told you everything the
Father told me."

 "Then Jesus told this story to some who had great self-confidence and
scorned everyone else: “Two men went to the Temple to pray.

Pharisee, and other was a dishonest tax collector. The proud Pharisee
stood by himself and prayed this prayer: ‘I thank you, God, that I am not a
sinner like everyone else, especially like that tax collector over there! For
I never cheat, I don’t sin, I don’t commit adultery, I fast twice a week and I

give you a tenth of my income.
 But the tax collector stood at a distance and dared not even lift his eyes to
heaven as he prayed. Instead, he beat his chest in sorrow, saying. ‘O God,

be merciful to me, for I am a sinner.’ I tell you, this sinner, not the
Pharisee, returned home justified before God. For the proud will be

humbled, but the humbled will be honored.”
